Attention should be given to ensure that as many elements of the equipment as possible
are accessible and inclusive.

We would also like to retain four small pieces of existing equipment, which would need re-
installing.

Although the playground should be designed to fit within the existing footprint, the
positioning of the equipment is flexible and the two multi-play systems need to be re-
located to the other end, furthest away from the trees.

The quote should also include and itemise the costs of removing all existing wetpour
surfaces and installation of appropriate replacement flooring as recommended for both
new and retained equipment.
