1. Introduction
This document outlines the requirements for the AHDB Exports stand at SIRHA 2021.
AHDB Exports are part of AHDB (the Agriculture, Horticulture Development Board) and based in Warwickshire, England.

We are a non-departmental Government public body working to promote British Pork and English Beef and Lamb both at home and abroad and will be attending with HCC (Hybu Cig Cymru) who promote Welsh red meat and QMS (Quality Meat Scotland) who promote Scottish Beef and Lamb both at home and abroad. 
2.
Objective of attending the show
To provide a platform for our levy paying meat producers to create new business relationships with international meat buyers.  

3.
The Stand
We have booked a prime location for our stand D100 in Hall 2.2. The floor plan can be viewed under point 6 showing our exact location.  
Our stand has a total floor-space of 85 sqm.
The look and feel of our stand is important and must portray the quality of British meat and be clearly British.  The stand will need to be seen from a distance and be visually appealing. 
HCC and QMS will also be in attendance on our stand and will require equal networking space on the stand. The networking space needs to be clearly defined between AHDB, QMS and HCC without a partition. Perhaps free standing light boxes or colour branding to differentiate between the networking areas. A shared cookery and butchery counter and a shared lockable store room will be required on the stand. 

We also require a lampshade for our Food is Great branding to clearly distinguish who we are, which can be seen from a distance and draw people to our stand. 
Lighting should be low heat creating.
3.1       Stand Build Requirements
To include all electrics, hot and cold water supplies, waste water disposal.  Refrigeration units need to be in place and operational by morning of Friday 28 May 2021, ready to receive all edible consumables.
Stand build and breakdown dates are to be confirmed. 
The stand needs to have the following elements and provisions.
Cooking area

This is a shared space for AHDB, QMS and HCC and needs to include the following elements
· 1 x H9 electric hot plate for cooking meat (Lowe refrigeration or equivalent)

· 1x double induction hob (with frying pans) for cooking meat

· Counter to have underneath lockable storage cupboards with shelves for cooking pans/ingredients

· Water dispenser with hot and cold water. 
· Coffee machine – facilities to make a tea and coffee for those on the stand (approx. 150 servings per day) 
· Disposable cutlery, plates and napkins (approx.100 each per day)
There should be a protective partition at the front of the cooking and butchery area where the electric hot plates and induction hob will be located to protect spectators whilst they watch products being cooked as well as being covid secure. 
Storeroom
· Lockable door. 

· SINK-2 dual sink (Lowe refrigeration or equivalent) hot and cold water
· Worktop for food preparation

· 2 x H3A fridge underneath the counter (Lowe refrigeration or equivalent)

· 1 large waste bin

· Wall shelving for literature storage
· Additional double electrical socket
· Coat hooks / rack 

AHDB area:

To be used by AHDB staff and exporters

· 1 x A1 display chiller with display grass (Lowe Refrigeration) with 24 hour power
· Chiller wrap
· Multiples of low tables with 3 chairs each to provide meeting points. Please note the number of tables and chairs is dependent on visitors being able to walk around the stand freely and without obstruction in line with 1m distancing 
· Bin
· Lightbox
· A storage unit located next to the chiller, which can include;

· Electrical sockets for charging items

· Space to display literature 
QMS area:

To be used by QMS staff and exporters and should be a defined area but without dividing walls (perhaps defined by using different flooring?)

· 1 x A1 display chiller with display grass (Lowe Refrigeration) with 24 hour power
· Chiller wrap
· Multiples of low tables with 3 chairs each to provide meeting points. Please note the number of tables and chairs is dependent on visitors being able to walk around the stand freely and without obstruction in line with 1m distancing
· Bin
· Lightbox
· A storage unit located next to the chiller, which can include;

· Electrical sockets for charging items

· Space to display literature 

HCC area:

To be used by HCC staff and exporters and should be a defined area but without dividing walls (perhaps defined by using different flooring?)
· 1 x A1 display chiller with display grass (Lowe Refrigeration) with 24 hour power
· Chiller wrap
· Welcome/ reception desk with lockage storage underneath.
· Multiples of low tables with 3 chairs each to provide meeting points. Please note the number of tables and chairs is dependent on visitors being able to walk around the stand freely and without obstruction in line with 1m distancing
· Bin
· Lightbox 
· A storage unit located next to the chiller, which can include;

· Electrical sockets for charging items

· Space to display literature 

Plasma TV to be located on the stand for use by AHDB, QMS and HCC
Food is Great lampshade above the stand 

3.2       Additional Requirements

Graphics 

AHDB, QMS and HCC will provide full and print ready artwork for all graphics. 

The lampshade needs to clearly distinguish who we are and will be co-branded as Food is great and Cymru Wales and Quality Meat Scotland. It will need to be seen from a distance in all directions and draw people to our stand. 

There will need to be dedicated walls/panels for HCC, QMS and AHDB graphics and individual light boxes. 
AHDB graphic panels
The theme will include images with live animals and food on separate panels. 
Our key message “Quality Meat from Britain” in English– will need to be shown in a prominent position. 

Our USP is based around a quality product and so the stand design also needs to emulate this.

Quote Process

The Stand Manager can order reasonable additions to, or reduce from the service specified. These amendments shall be requested in writing and agreed by both parties.
