The Contractor shall not therefore be in breach of its obligations under this Contract, nor liable 
for late or non-performance of any of its obligations under this Contract, if such delay or failure 
is a sole and direct result of the continuance of the COVID-19 pandemic. 

2. The Contractor shall immediately notify the Authority in writing that the continuance 
of theCOVID-19 pandemic has solely and directly resulted or is likely to solely and directly 
result in a delay or failure to perform its obligations under the Contract, which obligations are 
adversely impacted, and the actions proposed to mitigate such adverse impact. 

3. Subject to clause 4 below, the Contractor shall be entitled to request an appropriate 
periodof: 
a. additional time for performing; and/or 
b. relief from other contractual consequences, of late or non-performance ofsuch obligations provided always that the 
Contractor has used, to the satisfaction of the Authority, all reasonable endeavours, both to mitigate the adverse impact of the 
continuance of the COVID-19 pandemic, and to facilitate the continued performance of its obligations under the Contract. 

4. The maximum period of additional time and/or for which relief will be granted under this 
clause shall be limited to one calendar month after contract acceptance, after which the 
Authority may terminate the Contract on giving 30 days¿ notice in writing to the Contractor. On 
termination of the Contract, the Contractor shall be entitled to be paid an amount equal to any 
and all charges payable (but as yet unpaid) for Contractor Deliverables delivered up to the date 
of termination but shall otherwise have no claim against the Authority in relation to such 
termination.

d. any amount payable by the Contractor to the Authority in relation to TUPE or pensions to the 
extent expressly provided for under this Contract; 
(2) under Condition 7 of the Contract (Intellectual Property), and DEFCONs 91 or 638 (SC1) 

wherespecified in the contract; 
(3) for death or personal injury caused by the Contractor¿s negligence or the negligence of 

anyof its personnel, agents, consultants or sub-contractors; 
(4) for fraud, fraudulent misrepresentation, wilful misconduct or negligence; 
(5) in relation to the termination of this Contract on the basis of abandonment by theContractor; 
(6) for breach of the terms implied by Section 2 of the Supply of Goods and Services Act 1982; 

or(7) for any other liability which cannot be limited or excluded under general (including 
statute and common) law. 

C. The rights of the Authority under this Contract are in addition to, and not exclusive of, any 
rights or remedies provided by general (including statute and common) law.
