The Contractor shall not, and shall procure that its employees, agents, consultants and any sub-contractor shall not, in connection with this Contract commit a Prohibited Act. 

2.
The Contractor warrants, represents and undertakes that it is not  aware of any financial or other advantage being given to any person  working for or engaged by the Council, or that an agreement has  been reached to that effect, in connection with the execution of this  Contract. 

3.
The Contractor shall if requested, provide the Council with any reasonable assistance to enable the Council to perform any activity required by any relevant government or agency in any relevant jurisdiction for the purpose of compliance with the Bribery Act 2010.  

4.
If any breach of clause H7.1 is suspected or known, the Contractor must notify the Council immediately. If the Contractor  notifies the Council that it suspects or knows that there may be a  breach of paragraph 1 of this clause, the Contractor must respond promptly to the  Council's enquiries, co-operate with any investigation, and allow the Council to audit books, records and any other relevant documentation.  This obligation shall continue for 7 years following the expiry or termination of this Contract. 

5.
Where the Contractor (including its employees, agents,  consultants, any sub-contractor or anyone acting on its behalf (in all  cases whether or not acting with the Contractor's knowledge))  engages in conduct prohibited by paragraphs 1 and 2 to this clause  in relation to  this or any other contract with the Council, the Council has the right to terminate the Contract with immediate effect.

In determining whether to exercise the right of termination under paragraph 5 of this clause , the Council shall give all due consideration, where it considers it appropriate, to action other than termination of this Contract.

Any notice of termination under paragraph 5 of this clause must specify:

7.2 the identity of the party whom the Council believes has committed the Prohibited Act; and 


7.3 the date on which this Contract will terminate.

The decision of the Council shall be final and conclusive in any dispute, difference or question arising in respect of: 


8.1 the interpretation of this clause;

8.2 the right of the Council under this clause to terminate this Contract; and

8.3 the amount or value of any such gift, consideration or commission.

Any termination under paragraph 5 of this clause will be without prejudice to  any right or remedy which has already accrued or subsequently accrues to the Council, this includes but is not limited to the right to recover from the Contractor the amount of any loss suffered by the Council resulting from the termination, including the cost reasonably incurred by the Council of making other arrangements for the provision of the Services and any additional expenditure incurred by the Council throughout the remainder of the Contract Period.

(ii) under legislation creating offences concerning fraudulent acts; 

(iii) at common law concerning fraudulent acts relating to this Contract or any other contract with the Council; or 

(iv) defrauding, attempting to defraud or conspiring to defraud the Council. 

ASSIGNMENTS

The Principal Contractor shall be prohibited from transferring or assigning directly or indirectly, to any person or persons whatever, any portion of this Contract without the written permission of the Council. Sub-letting of any part(s) of the Work, except to the extent permitted in writing by a Corporate Director for the Council, shall be prohibited.
